The standard model of fundamental interactions is remarkably successful, but it leaves an unfinished agenda. Several major questions seem ripe for exploration in the near future. I anticipate that the coming decade will be a Golden Age of discovery in fundamental physics.

Professor Frank Wilczek (Nobel Laureate 2004) is considered to be one of the world's most eminent theoretical physicists. He is known, among other things, for the discovery of asymptotic freedom in quantum chromodynamics, the invention of axions, and for his work in quantum statistics (anyons).
